Obligatory elements of subject cataloguing in the COBISS
system are subject heading and UDC classification. The rules
established by the National Library of Serbia, based on interna-
tional standards, are used for the determination of subject head-
ings and subheadings. Indexing depth depends on the needs of
library users.

The tag block with fields and sub fields is six - for standard
and 96- for non-standard form used for subject classification in
COBISS. Fields from 600 to 610 and 960 to 969 are used for sub-
ject cataloguing. Fields from 600 to 609 are structured and they
include subheadings (thematic, geographical, temporal, etc.)
and they are used for standardized subject headings. Field 610
is left for freely formed headings without hierarchical relations.

Punctuation at the beginning and the end of the fields and
subfields is included by default automatically. Abbreviations are
written in capital letters. Numbers are written in Arabic figures
except when they are part of the names of rulers or church dig-
nitaries. UDC classification is written in field 675 with subfields
a, b, ¢, d. Field 676 sbfield a is used for DDC, and field 686 can
be used for other classifications.

Libraries participating in the Virtual Library of Serbia do not
have controlled dictionaries, but they use fields 600-609 any-
way. That is so because libraries which were working on the
early versions of this library program package from 1989 started
to work that way and decided to continue and use the possibili-
ties the program gives that are closer to their tradition and
needs. It is planned to build the instruments necessary for cor-
rect work in a shared union database. The recommendation for
the other participants in the system is to choose the same way
for rational reasons, because then they would not have to
change subject headings when copying records from the host.

Every field and subfield has its prefix and is searchable with
it. The overview of prefixes and suffixes is included in HELP and
can be seen with the command PF2.

Searching according to all fields and subfields in the subject
headings block is possible with prefix SU=, or suffix /SU.

It is hard to talk about a database of high quality without
standardized data. They are important for saving of work time
and effort, eliminate many different headings in the database,
spelling mistakes etc. and they make the possibility for users to
search the whole database through any form of a name.

Usually there exist standardized data for:

- Personal names

- Corporate names

- Geographical names
- Subject headings

At the beginning it would be necessary to start the work on
building standardized database of personal names. It is used
both in formal and subject cataloguing. To illustrate this we are
quoting two models, but it would be possible to use some other
model.

Subfields 675a and 675s are obligatory.

For the field 675s a code table universal for all libraries in
Serbia is used. This subfield is very important because users
can search it alternatively by numbers or by text. This subfield is
useful for possible conversions.

For fields 675b and 675s local code tables will be used,
which will be adopted to local needs for production of bibliogra-
phies and statistics.

Talking about UDC in general it is important to know that its
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use is significantly less in the last decade. It is clearly seen from

the list of countries which still use UDC for their national bibli-
ographies.

Besides the USA an increasing number of Western
European countries is introducing the Dewey classification sys-
tem as a main classification system for their national bibliogra-
phies. After the translation of Dewey classification tables to
French and ltalian, the translation to German is appearing, after
it was decided in Germany, Switzerland and Austria to use it for
their national bibliographies also. It is in the trend that universi-
ty libraries, who, unlike national libraries, traditionally and
according to IFLA standards and recommendations had their
own subject catalogues, are interested now to introduce Dewey
classification system in their catalogues. Possibilities are to
introduce DDC and to make some kind of translator to their own
subject scheme or vice versa.
