The 27th Online Information Conference and Online
Information 2003 Exhibition took place at the London Olympia
Grand Hall at the same time from December 2nd to December
4th. 27 years is a very good longevity in information business.
There aren't a lot of companies still existing that exhibited at the
first Online Meeting. In some ways, even the company produc-
ing the Online Information Conference has undergone significant
change. Although the program says that Online Information is "A
Learned Information Event", the Learned Information name is
being replaced by Imark Communications.

Many exhibitors choose Online Information as the opportuni-
ty for new announcements. It is an excellent place for exhibitors
to introduce new products and services to over 11,000 people
which visited the exhibits, although only a few hundred were
signed up for the conference sessions as full delegates. This
year the organizer tried something new. They trying to provide
much more immediate reporting on the news from London using
blogging technology. In addition to adding a content manage-
ment component to its exhibition, Online Information this year
has expanded the number of sessions offered free of charge in
"theatres" on the exhibition floor. There were four theatres:
Specialist Subject Focus, Information Master Class and Careers
Seminar, Technology and Content Solutions and Content man-
agement Solutions. Each day of the Online Exhibition is divided
into four tracks with number of half hour sessions, which can
create conflicts for those interested in topics being presented
simultaneously.

Nowadays as expanded

Information Technology it is
not adequate to speak about
the number of exhibitor
stands. On the Online
Information about 30 compa-
nies occupied space in a
new collocated exhibition
called Content Management
Europe. Also there is a trend
of consolidation through
company mergers. Some
databases develop special
segments devoted to some
subject topics using the spe-
cial program. Some organi-
zations expand portfolio of
companies to search for col-
laborative opportunities with-
in its own organization and
occupy several stands on the
Online Information.

Now is the era of digiti-
zation. Many publishers
increased their online con-
tents by scanning complete
annuals. Some bibliographic

There were very interesting lectures in the theatre on the
first day. Charles Bennett gave the lecture: Using knowledge
management to generate increases in time, quality of informa-
tion and profit-cost effectively. He talked about macro and micro
perspectives using management. The topic was how to effec-
tively find information in very short time. Organization and struc-
ture have been changed in actual time. He was talking about the
ways of searching, whom to ask (may be a librarian!) etc. Twenty
minutes is a minimum for finding information, but the maximum
is not much longer. Before starting an investment you have to
find the best and the fastest way to find information.

On the second day Sheila Webber from University of Sheffield,
gave a lecture: Information literacy in 2003: an update. In her opin-
ion: "Information literacy is the adoption of appropriate information
behavior to identify, through whatever channel or medium, informa-
tion well fitted to information needs, leading to wise and ethical use
of information in society."

Lenox and Walker (1993) also defined information literacy by
characterizing the information literate person: one who has the
analytical and critical skills to formulate research questions and
evaluate results, and the skills to search for and access a variety
of information types in order to meet his or her information need.

Shapiro and Hughes (1996) provided a broader vision in refer-
ring to: "a new liberal art that extends from knowing how to use
computers and access information to critical reflection on the
nature of information itself, its technical infrastructure, and its
social, cultural and even philosophical context and impact". Her
own concept of information literacy as a subject of study includes:

- Models of information literacy

- Models of information behaviour (different approaches to
searching, browsing, interpersonal communication etc.)

- Characteristics and types of information sources;

- Search formulation and strategy, and Information Retrieval

- Information economy and society: issues of information
ownership and transfer, censorship, presentation/publica-
tion of information, ethics in the use of information etc.

- Critical thinking, including in relation to information sources
and services.

The most frequently mentioned model is that of Christine
Bruce from Australia. She used the phenomenographic method
(involving in-depth interviews focusing on a few key questions)
to identify seven different ways of experiencing information liter-
acy: the "Seven faces of information literacy".

The Standing Conference of National and University
Libraries (SCONUL) set up a Task Force on Information Skills,
which identified and produced a "seven pillars" model of infor-
mation literacy

The seven headline skills (seven pillars) are:
1. The ability to recognize a need for information
2. The ability to distinguish ways in which the information
gap may be addressed: knowledge of appropriate kinds
of resources, both print and non-print; selection of
resources with 'best fit' for task at hand; the ability to under-
stand the issues affecting accessibility of sources
3. The ability to construct strategies for locating information:
to articulate information need to match against resources;
to develop a systematic method appropriate for the need;
to understand the principles of construction and generation
of databases
4. The ability to locate and access information: to develop
appropriate search techniques (e.g. use of Boolean opera-
tors); to use communication and information technologies,
including terms International academic networks; to use
appropriate indexing and abstracting services, citation
indexes and databases; to use current awareness methods
to keep up to date
